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SARPs for Corporate Aviation

Section 2 of Annex 6, Part Il, applies to all
International general aviation aeroplane
operations. Section 3 adds additional
requirements for large aeroplanes, turbojet
aeroplanes and corporate aviation

operations.
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SARPs for Corporate Aviation

Includes provisions for an operator, including:
1. Ops Manual
2. SMS
3. Training program
4. Fatigue countermeasures.

When an operator has a base in a country the
State must be advised.
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Record of Harmonization

EASA and ASSI are among States and Regions
that are In the process of harmonizing
regulations with ICAO SARPS as a principle and
are making good progress with current and
proposed new regulations.Many States

around the world, such as Singapore, are using
the SARPS as the basis of new rule
development.
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Compliance

Although not a specific standard in the ICAO
Annex, there may be a preference of some
regulators to require a means of declaring or a
demonstration of compliance. EASA Is proposing
this be done through a declaration and use of
officially recognized standard, and ASSI through
an acceptable industry standard.
